LocAaTION: The kabini River Lodge is situated at Karapur
about 220 Kms from Bangalore and 80 Kms from Mysore
on the MYSORE - MANANTHAVADI ROAD and not Mysore
Murkal Magarahole Road.

May.

ACCOMMODATION: The colonial styled lodges at the Resort houses visitors in fourteen well appointed private
rooms with the best of modern amenities. Overlooking the river are six twin bedded cottages with attached

bath.

View aquatic Bird-life and
spot a crocodile and other wild life on the water edge.

Return to Lodge for Breakfast at the 'Gol Ghar'
Departure from Kabini River Lodge.
Apart from the above programme, for those who stay for more than one

night. Elephant rides will be made available subject to availability of
Elephants and weather condition.
